TPIC Liaison
The TPIC Liaison is responsible for the day-to-day contact with Penn Law’s Toll Public Interest Center. Executive Director
The Executive Director is in charge of the general direction and oversight of the program.  The Executive Director position is designated for a student that has served as a board member or team captain in the past, and is familiar with the program and school.  The Executive Director serves as a resource and meets regularly with the TPIC Liaison and the High School Liaison, and continues the development of the program as a whole.  Furthermore, the Executive Director is in charge of publicity and community outreach, as well as general recruitment.
